1. Meeting called to order, posting, minutes.

2. Proposed Use Plan Survey

B. Carrera presented the grant application that had been delivered earlier that day.  The grant application provides an outline of services.  Information gathered through this process may be used to help develop a local boating ordinance, and will serve to update/expand the recreational use plan included in the 1998 SEWRPC comprehensive lake management plan.

The process would involve a Lake Use Survey, Watercraft Census, Recreational Use Carrying Capacity Assessment, Recreational Use Analysis, Recreational Use Plan, and Public Education Program.
B. Carrera read directly from the proposal regarding the Lake Use Survey.  “ A lake survey will be mailed to each of the lake district residents to assess perceptions towards the aesthetic value of the lake, level of crowding, types of recreational activities, safety, user conflicts, and potential for causing environmental damage.”  She commented it appeared to be a more comprehensive approach that what had currently been prepared.

D. Belman commented that the town is lukewarm toward the current survey, and mentioned that safety concerns were an issue.

Comments from the floor included F. Wilke, saying it seemed a wise direction.  D. Rae commented it was a good idea.  R. Schlidt agreed.
