1. Call to Order:  Chairman Belman called the meeting to order at 6:40 PM.

2. Confirmation of Posting:  B. Carrera confirmed the meeting was posted in two consecutive issues of the Lake Country Reporter; a notice was posted at the Merton Town Hall; and all riparian owners listed on the current tax roles were mailed a post card.

3. Minutes from Previous Meeting:  The minutes were read from the third quarter’s commissioner’s meeting of August 28, 2007 and were approved as read. 

4. Grant Application:  Dwight Osman from Hey & Associates was introduced.  Mr. Osman presented an overview of the 2007 Plant Survey Summary and the 2008 Aquatic Invasive Species (AIS) Grant process.  D. Belman motioned  to accept the plan resolution.  G. Prater seconded.  Motion passed.
5. Relocation of Conveyor:  Discussion ensured regarding a plan to relocate the conveyor from the current site on private land to the public launch area.  The relocation plan would involve pouring a cement pad to stabilize and level the conveyor, and then fencing the area with enough room to park the truck.  Having a designated area near the launch would make it easier to maintain, and the equipment would suffer less wear and tear.  It was agreed that B. Carrera and G. Prater would provide Heide Bunk from the DNR a “to-scale” drawing of the location for the new site.  

6. Dump Truck:  G. Prater mentioned that the current truck is small, and can only haul one load at a time.  He advocates selling our current truck, and reapplying those proceeds to a newer vehicle.  The current truck needs various repairs before it can be sold, i.e., replace wires eaten by mice; new transmission; signal/brake lights out; one headlight.  G. Prater believes we can purchase a new truck for $15-17,000 or less.  D. Belman motioned to have G. Prater put together a budget for a new truck and explore finding a truck for $15,000 or less.  G. Prater seconded motioned.  Passed.

7. Commissioner’s Terms:  D. Belman brought up the concern that commissioner’s terms as spelled out in the by-laws may not provide the transitional approach that is needed as each term ends.  B. Carrera volunteered to examine by-laws and topic will be revisited.

8. Committee Reports:  

Water Use Committee, Gary Etter
The pier is out and buoys are put away for the season.  The launch is closed until spring.  The signs may have to be updated.  

9. New Business:  Discussion ensued regarding a new town ordinance governing speed on Lake Keesus.  This item had been placed on the Town Board agenda.  The agenda item became an issue as a result of a property owner incident on the lake.  Because of a potential impact this ordinance may have on lake activities, it was decided to form a task force to investigate speed ordinances on other lakes in the region.
