1. Call to Order

Meeting was called to order at 7:42 p.m.

2. Minutes
J. Fleming moved;  C. Musbach seconded to approve the minutes as written from the March 16, 2009 Commissioner’s Meeting.  Passed.

3. Postings

B. Carrera confirmed the meeting was posted in the April 14th and April 16th issues of the Lake Country Reporter; at the Merton Town Hall; on the LKMD website;  and, all riparian owners were sent postcards at the addresses listed on the county tax key records.

4. Treasurer’s Report

B. Carrera reported to date the LKMD had received $710.00 in launch sticker income.  The applications were turned over for processing on 4/04; 4/11; 4/21; and 4/23.  Two applications were returned to the LKMD in the mail as nondeliverable.

Our 2009 budget called for 160 stickers.  The LKMD currently has processed 71.

The following invoices were submitted for payment:  WE Energies for $16.00; Officer & Director’s Insurance for $405.00; Hey & Associates for $1012.50, and $4394.58; Village Graphics for $373.96.

Checks were signed for WE Energies for $32.32; LC Publications for $24.74; USPS for $44.00 and Hey & Associates for $131.25.

Checkbook balance as of today is $11,673.34.

We have a 91 day CD (from tax revenue) for $62,506.27, and a 182 Day CD which matures on 5/15/09 for $57,541.56.  The latter CD is a reserved account.
5. Old Business – Speed Limit

Discussion ensued regarding the repeal of Ordinance 20.06 (2) ©  and recreation of 20.08 (2) (a) of the general code of ordinances of the Town of Merton relating to boat speed, and the ordinance to amend 20.06 (2) (b) of the general code of ordinance of the Town of Merton relating to establishing an Emergency Slow No-Wake speed limit at time of high water on Lake Keesus and Moose Lake.
Copies were provided for attendees to review.

L. Milbrath asked the board if the Town intended to hold a public hearing on these two ordinances.

B. Carrera mentioned that an email had been sent to the town regarding the use of the term “boat” versus “watercraft.”

R. Schlidt mentioned that “holidays” had been omitted on the speed restriction ordinance, and suggested it should read, “…Saturday, Sunday and holidays from 6:00 pm through 9:00 am the following day.”
J. Fleming will take these three concerns to the town board meeting tomorrow evening.

6. Old Business – Funding Source for Floodplain Study

S. Bence presented a report on recent developments regarding the floodplain study.  He has been working with Waukesha Park & Planning and the county to assist homeowners on Lake Keesus for funding this study.  The County approved today to provide $5000 to the LKMD to conduct the study.  The contract is being rewritten.

As a tentative timetable, the data collection will take approximately 4-6 weeks.  Once the data is collected and analyzed and the report written, it will be forwarded for approval to SEWRPC, then the County, and then the DNR.  This will approximate about 3 months.  The study is then forwarded to FEMA, and this part of the process could take approximately 2 months to one year.  Once FEMA approves the study, the map is modified.

L. Milbrath asked if we have any assurance that the level will be moved back to 960’.

R. Warell (Adams Rd), mentioned he had his property taken out of the flood plain at 965’.

L. Milbrath asked about other impacts from the new floodplain level.  S. Bence mentioned that some homeowners now have to purchase flood insurance.  There are now some setback issues, as the county requires 50’ from the floodplain on new structures.

It was mentioned that some riparian owners may still have to pay for individual field study for their homes.

R. Warell mentioned that he learned from his study that the elevation from Camp Whitcomb Road to ‘E’ drops to 915’.
P. Dross thanked S. Bence for his efforts.  S. Bence was rewarded with a round of applause.

R. Warell also mentioned that he found the most reasonable insurer  to be Allstate for flood insurance.

G. Mohr mentioned that if we resolve the floodplain issue within 12 months, there may be some refund on the paid flood insurance.

The contract is for $4,975.00.  C. Musbach would like to have the LKMD budget for $6000 to cover any contingency expenditure.  He also mentioned that some riparian owners may still need to self-finance individual studies for their homes.  After some discussion, it was identified that there was some money available in the budget from an unused grant and some additional monies available in the equipment repair fund.

J. Fleming moved that the LKMD provide the funding for the Yaggy Colby floodplain study from additional monies available from an unused grant and from the equipment repair fund to provide $6000 of study costs with the condition that individual households that require extra survey work be at the homeowner’s expense.  Those individual households requiring additional surveying are to work directly with Yaggy Colby.  C. Musbach seconded.  Passed.

7. New Business

C. Musbach mentioned that the board needed to appoint an interim treasurer to fulfill the remainder of G. Prater’s term.  Judy Reinders has agreed to serve as interim treasurer.

C. Musbach moved we accept Judy Reinders as interim treasurer.  J. Fleming seconded.  Passed.

8. Comments

C. Musbach mentioned that we might be at a point of high water.
C. Musbach also mentioned that the launch was now open.
K. Belter agreed to put on the LKAA website that the launch was now open and staffed.  An orange buoy is to be placed off of the launch to indicate slow, no-wake.

C. Musbach also mentioned that the DNR has instituted new pier regulations.  The new regulations take effect April 1st, 2011.  The new regulations can be viewed at the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources website.  R. Meissner is going through the process currently.

9. Adjournment

B. Carrera moved; J. Fleming seconded to adjourn.  Passed.  Meeting adjourned at 9:22 pm.
