1.  Minutes, Postings

Yaggy Colby has completed 46% of the floodplain study.  The information is resting with the DNR at this time.  We received the final invoice from Hey & Associates for our Aquatic Plant Management study.
J. Reinders also reported that the LKMD now has a reimbursable account with the Unemployment Compensation Bureau.

3.   Old Business
a. 2010 LKMD Budget Draft

A review of the preliminary budget was performed.  Fleming moved; Reinders seconded to approve the budget pending the following discussed revisions:



Increase utility expenditures to $20/month


Increase truck registration fee



Increase legal & accounting fees by $3000

With the revisions, we are looking at a per riparian fee of roughly $190.00/year.  Motion passed.

b. 2008 Annual Meeting Agenda

Reviews of the topics for the annual meeting were presented. Carrera moved; Reinders seconded to accept agenda as discussed.  Passed.

c. Adoption of Voter Certificate form and procedures

Reinders moved; Fleming seconded to approve the Voter Certificate form and procedures that Laura Milbrath introduced at the August 8th meeting.  The procedures will be as follows:
· A person can vote once

· If the person’s name is on the tax listing, they can vote.  This covers resident and non-resident property owners.

· If the property is listed as a trust, corporation, LLC, ETAL, someone other than who is listed on the tax listing could vote with an official representative document if not voting under another property in the district.

· If the person is not on the tax listing, they could be an elector (allowed to vote in the election), if living in the LKMD district, by filling out a “self-certification” document.  This covers renters, spouses, and adult children living in the district not known by the registrar validating the voters.
· A person who is on the title deed to a property in the district but who is not on the tax roll would be eligible to vote at the annual meeting.

4. New Business

a. Conflict of Interest Document to be part of the Commissioner’s Meeting following the annual meeting.

b. High Water Mark

C. Musbach mentioned that the mark will probably be placed on the concrete launch area.  He will contact S. Bence first, and then M. Kotlarek as backup.

The Floodplain Study was submitted to the DNR.  Yaggy Colby is 46% complete on their end.

5. Comments

J. Reinders mentioned that Brent Boerner cannot audit our books due to a conflict of interest, and neither can Russ Boerner.
