1.  Call to Order

The meeting was called to order by Chairperson Musbach at 7:34 pm.

2. Postings; Minutes from April 27th
The meeting was posted in the Lake Country Reporter on May 21st and May 27th; at the Merton Town Hall; and all riparian owners were sent a mailed notice according to Waukesha County tax listings.

3. Treasurer’s Report

Chairperson Reinders reported we have a 1-year CD of $57,500; a 90-day CD of $20,000; and a 6-month CD of $25,000.  We currently have $27,780.53 in checking, including recent deposits of $2,718.19 in launch fees.  We have $1,342.54 in obligations.

4. Old Business

a. Update on Speed Ordinances
In review of Ordinance 20.06 (2B) relating to the establishment of an Emergency Slow No-Wake Speed Limit at Times of High Water, it was noted the ordinance refers only to “boats” and not to “watercraft”.  B. Carrera to submit the LKMDs concern to Sue Oman at the Town Board.  Also, it was difficult to ascertain the effective date on the ordinance, as it was not listed in the paper.

With regard to Ordinance 20.08 (2) (c), it was difficult to ascertain the effective date on the ordinance, as it was not listed in the Lake Country Reporter.  B. Carrera to follow-up with the Town.

Chairman Musbach to check with Mike Kotlarek and Yaggy Colby on the high water mark.  C. Musbach to find out if Yaggy Colby can have high water mark permanently etched on concrete pier at launch for reference.

C. Musbach to scan ordinances in PDF format for posting on the LKMD website.

G. Etter volunteered to have labels produced for the sign at the launch to reference new ordinance revisions.

It was decided to add the ordinance numbers to the next meeting notice.

b. Update on Floodplain Remapping by Yaggy Colby

Chairman Musbach reported that YG has completed its field work.  The first draft of the floodplain remap has been created and is being reviewed.  The draft should be heading to the DNR early next week.  Once it is at the DNR, there is no known timeframe.  If it is accepted, it is then submitted to FEMA for review.

We potentially should know more about properties that may require further survey work by our next meeting date.  Once these properties are recognized, YG will either contact the property owner directly, or have the LKMD contact the property owner.

5. New Business

a. Set date for Annual Meeting

The board reviewed a sample timeline for the annual meeting provided by B. Carrera.

Discussion yielded no major obstacles to following the timeline.  The annual meeting date was set for August 24th, 2009, pending final approval on availability of the Merton Town Hall.

Chairman Musbach to notify Attorney Chapman in regard to trustee voting procedures.   Chairman Musbach to notify committees for budget requests.  All chairmen will review list of committees and responsibilities that was last updated in 2003.

6. Comments

B. Carrera provided an update on our Weed Harvesting permit.  To date, we still do not have a valid permit.  The new permit will be for five years. While follow-up with Hey & Associates was maintained, a communication breakdown occurred between the DNR and Hey & Associates, resulting in a delay with the implementation of the revisions to the plan.  The final revised paper plan is being delivered to the DNR tomorrow, June 9th.  Following review by the DNR, our permit will be issued.

B. Carrera provided a copy of the revised plan to C. Musbach for delivery to the Weed Harvesting Committee.

The new harvesting permit contains the following noteworthy points:
· Avoiding disturbance of lake bed sediment is required, not recommended
Mechanical harvesters must leave a minimum of 12 inches of rooted plant material on the bed of the lake to avoid the disturbance of the lake bed.

· The three SW bays, Marquardt, Bulls, and Rice are “limited to navigational channels for riparian access.”  Therefore, harvesting in the middle of the bays is not part of the plan.

The DNR will be adding a permit condition to the new harvesting permit.

Harvesting in the middle of each southern bay may only occur when Eurasian water milfoil has greater than 50% coverage or frequency of occurrence in the top two feet of water.  

The points were contained in comments from the DNR.  These comments stated they have personally witnessed the cutting of native plant species in these bays, at multiple locations, over the years.  Additionally, the comments state that “harvesting in the middle of the three southern bays has been too liberal over the past few years and should only be done when there is truly a large Eurasian Water Milfoil population that is topped out.”  

The revised plan will be available on the LKMD website for review.  The board will be receiving hard copies of the revised plan once the plan has been approved.

K. Belter asked when Weed Pier Pickup would begin.  C. Musbach to ask Dan Belman about the weed pickup.

7. Adjournment

J. Fleming moved; J. Reinders seconded to adjourn.  Meeting adjourned at 8:45 PM.
