3.)  Old Business:    None

4.) New Business:  Discussion about the legal high water mark designated for Lake Keesus began.  After 43 minutes of information sharing and consensus building among the 28 Keesans present, Belter moved that the LKMD recommend a change in the legal high water mark to the Town Board at their July 13, 2010, meeting.  The change requested would result in raising the high water mark from the current 958.21 feet to 958.58 feet (approximately 4.5 inches higher).  Fleming seconded.  Carried. Following is the rationale for raising the high water mark:



 958.21 is the normal water level for Lake Keesus, not a high water level.



 FEMA’s 100 year flood level was set at 959.66’  in 2009. 


 Lake Keesus has a solid concrete damn that regulates the height of the lake. The dam height is 


   958.19 with a spillway at 957.87. The spillway is designed to allow outflow equivalent to the 


   spring fed inflow of the lake to maintain a consistent lake height. The dam keeps the lake at 


   around 958.21 under normal, non-drought conditions.


 Benchmark Land Technology surveyed 3 low properties on the lake, at the request of the LKMD. 

   These properties are at 958.56’ (Wirth - Rice Bay) 958.57’ (Neuser - Marshall Bay), 958.58’ 


   (Pacquette - Marshall Bay).


 958.58 is 4.5 inches higher than the current mark. During the recent heavy rains in June 2010, the 

    lake was at this height for about 4 to 5 days.
